When will Bonaire Dive Into Summer 2007 take place? 
June 1 – September 30, 2007. 
 
What will Bonaire Dive Into Summer include? 
Bonaire Dive Into Summer will be a four-month long, island-wide event taking place June to 
September 2007 that will focus on scuba diving through a series of “specialty topics”: Family 
(for guests who travel with the entire family), Photography (for those who practice or enjoy 
photography), Fish (for those who are interested in marine conservation and our ocean planet) 
and Fun (for divers of all levels).  Throughout the summer guest speakers and special events and 
activities will focus on the four topics.  Additionally, in September many hotels will offer 
discounts for single travelers.  Bonaire Dive Into Summer will feature specially priced packages, 
specialty topics and one-of-a-kind events. 
 
Is there a registration fee to participate in Bonaire Dive Into Summer? 
No, there is no registration fee participation for Bonaire Dive Into Summer and activities will be 
open to anyone on island wishing to take part (certain activities/elements could have a nominal 
cost involved).

September 6 is Bonaire Day, which commemorates Amerigo Vespucci’s arrival in Bonaire in 
1499,  and includes activities held at Wilhelmina Park in Kralendijk, Bonaire’s capital city, and 
around the island.  Celebrating the Bonairean people and their history, on this legal holiday 
visitors and local residents gather in the Park to enjoy folkloric dancing, music, art and local 
food.  Throughout the day local dignitaries from the government and the community address the 
participants with stories of the Bonairean people and history.
